Since opening last fall, Primary Ballet successfully produced
their own production of Hansel & Gretel and they have
performed at local events as well.  According to Erin, “I've had
several parents tell me how much confidence their kids have
gained since training with me at Primary Ballet.

I want students
to become great dancers, but more importantly, I want them to
become great people; I believe that ballet–taught in a holistic and
healthy way–leads to both. My biggest hope is to help students
understand that when they focus and work hard they are capable
of doing beautiful, difficult things– in the ballet studio and
without.”
